professional learning centred on Indigenous histories, cultures, and ways of knowing.  

This initiative reflects the district’s Truth and Reconciliation Commitment and aligns with Design Principles in our Strategic Plan. 



The addition follows a change to the provincial school calendar regulations, which now require all school districts to dedicate one professional 

learning day each year to advancing Indigenous student success and strengthening understanding of Indigenous perspectives.
