1. Students may choose to work at school and access 

supports available on site, or teachers may request the 

presence of some students in order to receive support.

2. Students may choose to work from home if they have 

not been requested (by teachers, admin, or parents) to 

come to school on Flex days.



Flex Days

• Vanier has 5 Flex days per semester

• There will be no Flex days during the first week of any term.

What does this 
look like for 
students in 
school?

The Flex day will be scheduled with every child attached to 
their day 3 teachers. Any students in attendance will work in 
their designated classroom or make arrangement to access 
specialized support.

Catch up → either by choice or requirement by a teacher. This 
could be assignments or tests.

Enrichment opportunities – at home or in school

School based supports- one on one support from teachers / 
learning support team and access to counselling.

What does this day look 
like for– LSTs, EAs, ISWs 
and Counsellors
• LSTs, counsellors, ISWs and EAs will continue to support 

and track students on their caseload. Students coming in 

for Flex day will have the opportunity to receive more one-

on-one support from all educators.

• Team teaching approach with all educators. For example, 

teachers and EA's might discuss strategies for supporting 

vulnerable learners.

• Ongoing communication with parents and students 

about the meeting of educational goals.

• Continue development in areas of:

• Teacher, EA, ISW, LST collaboration

• Group projects (eg. Jack.org, Boys/Girls Group etc.)
