Prove critical financial need (565,000 or less annual net income per family is required)

Demonstrate desire and ability to be entrepreneurial in a chosen field

Be involved in co-curricular and community service activities

Display integrity and perseverance in overcoming adversity

Maintain a minimum grade percentage of 70

Be Canadian citizens
