Students selected
for this award receive a $5,000 scholarship voucher from the Ministry of Education and Child Care that
they can use to be reimbursed for tuition paid after they are attending an approved teacher education
program in the Faculty of Education at a B.C. post-secondary institution. To qualify, the program must
lead to eligibility to apply for a B.C. teaching certificate and teach in the K—12 school system in this
province.
