The Kwak'wala language is the traditional language spoken by the 18 Kwakwaka'wakw tribes
who live on the lands ranging from Northern Vancouver Island SE to mid-Island and includes
the smaller islands and inlets of Smith Sound, Johnstone Strait and Queen Charlotte Strait.
