CAREER CENTRE/ WORK EXPERIENCE/VOLUNTEERING 

Volunteer Hours Opportunity - if you are looking for volunteer hours here is a fun event you can help 
with.  Nautical Days is looking for volunteers to help on August 2-4.  Please reach out to nauticaldays@comox.ca 
for more information and to sign up. 
 
If you are 16 years of age or older you can earn four grade 12 credits over the summer, simply by working a 
job.  Come to the Careers office for more information. 
 
Volunteers needed for Comox Valley Farmer’s Market - all the jobs take place outside. Some of 
the volunteer tasks include market set up and tear down, sign board artwork, market information booth, kid’s 
activities, parking, special events, recycling program, equipment repair and maintenance, and more. From April to 
October, The Market takes place at the Comox Valley Exhibition Grounds. Set up starts at 7am, the market runs 
until 3pm. From June to September, there is an additional market that takes place downtown Cumberland on 
Sundays, starting at 8am-2:30pm.

Youth Work in Trades - are you connected to someone in a trade — a family member, friend, or local business — 
who could apprentice you?
