Entrepreneurship Dragons Den Lesson 

Career Life Education, Grade 7 - Personal development/Self-Awareness
Overview/Rationale:
The world needs more innovation and it needs more entrepreneurs, and it’s never too early to start nurturing the next generation of doers and dreamers. This lesson uses the entrepreneurial reality shows Dragons Den and Shark Tank to get students thinking about innovative and creative business ideas.
Duration: 
1 full class

Activity 
· Watch a full episode of Dragon’s Den as a class. Episodes typically feature eight pitches where entrepreneur’s describes their business to successful business people (the Dragons) in hopes of gaining financial support in exchange for a percentage of the business. 
· Watch the first entrepreneur’s presentation, then pause the show to discuss the contestant's idea, pitch, and potential for profit.
· Play it up until the point where the "dragons" will choose whether to fund the project and pause it again.
· See if students can predict what will happen. Ask students what they would do if they were the “dragons” and — most importantly — why they would do it?
· Continue this process with the remainder of the episode.
· As students watch, ask them to jot down terms they might not understand, like market share, seed funding, venture capitalist, and return on investment. Ask them to research these terms at the end of class and find definitions to build a glossary of business terms for the class to remember.
